LITURGY CORNER Letter to the Ephesians  

 During Ordinary Time, the second reading is not 

chosen to go along with the Gospel and first reading the 

way it does during special seasons such as Advent/

Christmas and Lent/Easter.  Rather, it is a semi-continuous 

reading from one of the letters of the New Testament.  This 

Sunday, we begin reading from St. Paulôs letter to the 

Ephesians, which we will complete on the Twenty-First 

Sunday in Ordinary Time (August 25/26). 

 The Letter to the Ephesians touches upon some 

important aspects of our lives as Christians.  It stresses the 

unity of the Church and the Body of Christ as well as the 

mission of the Church in the world.  Like the disciples who 

lived and ministered with Jesus, we are sent on mission into 

the world to spread the good news.  We are equipped with 

blessings and gifts bestowed upon us freely by God to help 

us fulfill that mission! 

 Take some time at home to read Paulôs letter to the 

Ephesians from your Bible.  This will help prepare you to 

listen more closely at Mass during the Liturgy of the Word!

6:7-13 

God-given Words 
 ñGet out of here!ò  No one likes to hear those harsh 

words.  Wherever we go, we like the assurance that the 

place where we have arrived is hospitable.  But sometimes 

we say offensive words or we perform an action that 

separates us from the community.  If we upset the host, we 

may hear those awful words, ñGet out of here!ò 

 As we hear in this Sundayôs first reading, that was 

the command that Amaziah the priest of Bethel leveled 

against the prophet Amos.  Amos came from Tekoa of 

Judah in the southern part of the kingdom.  At Godôs 

command he traveled to Bethel in the north to prophesy.  

He warned the people of Godôs judgment against them, but 

the local priest didnôt like hearing the message Amos 

brought.  So Amaziah gave Amos a blunt and derisive 

retort: ñGo home. Get out of Bethel. Go back to Judah. 

Prophesy there. Leave us alone.ò  There was one problem ï 

prophesying in Bethel wasnôt Amosôs idea in the first place.  

It was Godôs idea.  God sent Amos from Judah to Bethel to 

bring divine judgment on the people, and consequently, he 

had to stay and preach Godôs word. 

 We may find ourselves in a similar situation.  

Sometimes, we may feel compelled to speak Godôs message 

in the face of wrongdoing.  When people tell us to leave 

them alone, we may be tempted to flee.  But just like Amos, 

if God has given us words to speak, we must stay and 

deliver them!
