Friends, 

 On this Solemnity of 

the Most Holy Body and 

Blood of Jesus, we are 

reminded of the great gift 

given to us in the Eucharist. 

When Jesus said, ñTake this 

and eat, for this is my body...Take this and drink for this is 

my bloodò, he gave us the great gift of real presence in the 

Eucharist.  Today is to remind us what a privilege, honor 

and grace it is to receive the Body and Blood, Soul and 

Divinity of Jesus each time we celebrate the Eucharist. And   

our theology tells us we become what we eaté May each 

of us become a real presence of Jesus to each person we 

meet and invite them to travel with us to the kingdom! 

 Next Sunday, the 30th, from 1:00-3:00, our parish will 

have a chance to ñsay goodbyeò to Fr. Ron.  We will gather 

in the Social Hall to thank him for all the dedication, work 

and love he shared with us while he was here.  He has truly 

been an incredible blessing for our community!  It may be a 

little confusing as we are having his going away on the 30th 

of June, but he wonôt actually leave until the 31st of July.

 As a reminder, we realize that many people struggle 

with gluten intolerance.

Todayôs readings:  Genesis 14:18-20; 1 Corinthians 11:23

The First Account of the Last Supper 
The earliest recorded description of the 

Eucharist comes from Paulôs First Letter 

to the Corinthians, which we hear from 

today.  It is even older than the gospels.  

Before the evangelists wrote about the 

Last Supper, Paul had already sent a letter 

to the church in Corinth, describing what had happened.  

Paul says his version is already part of a tradition:  ñI re-

ceived from the Lord what I also handed on to you.ò  

Namely, that Jesus took bread and wine on the night before 

he died.  He gave thanks, broke the bread, and said, ñThis 

is my body that is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.ò  

Do this, Paul reports.  Taking the cup, Jesus pronounced it 

as the cup of ñthe new covenant in my blood. Do this, as 

often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.ò  Often, Paul 

reports.  Do this often.  ñFor as often as you eat this bread 

and drink the cup, you proclaim the death of the Lord until 

he comes.ò  

 We do gather for Eucharist often.  And we still 

carry out one of the oldest and certainly the richest rituals 

in the Christian tradition.  And whenever we eat and drink 

the body and blood of Christ, we proclaim the death of the 

Lord until he comes.  It is a privilege to share this meal.  

We have inherited it from a long tradition, and with it, we 

inherited a responsibilityðto proclaim the death of the 

Lord until he comes.
